e Can be submitted by any member of the Lutheran High family.

¢ Will normally be accepted during November and December of every year.

e Will be considered by the selection committee, which consists of three alumni (one from 80’s, 90’s, 00’s or after)
plus three current or past teachers/administrators, two current students, and the current executive director or his
designee. The committee will select three to five nominees each year. In order to have a well rounded group of
LHHH members, normally each year will include at least one inductee that is focused on career achievements, one
focused on athletic accomplishments, and one focused on ministry. One inductee each year can be a non-alumnus.

e Will be contacted and asked to complete a form to help the committee in the selection process.
